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     The creation of Santa Land and the inception of our President’s Community Project both occurred in 1961. The tradition lives on and I am humbled to join previous Rotary Presidents who, each year, create permanent projects as a gift to our community and thereby continue Rotary’s commitment to the improvement of this very special town.
     This year our project is a symbol: a life-size American Bald Eagle statue in the lobby of our new Municipal Complex. It represents today exactly what it did in 1782 when it was adopted as our National emblem by the 2nd Continental Congress. The American Bald Eagle was chosen by our founding fathers for two reasons:  (1) it is a species unique to North America and (2) its power to soar with grace, dignity, and strength replicates the very spirit of Americans as we fought to earn our freedom. It represents the freedom and the perseverance we still enjoy today. Thus, I thought it appropriate to celebrate that freedom by this gift to Denville, placing our National emblem at the site of our municipal government.
      May Rotary’s pursuit of all good things always help us to soar to greater heights as Rotarians and as human beings, remembering, like the Eagle, that our attitude shall forever determine our altitude in life.
     Allow me to conclude by thanking those who supported and helped with installation and placement of the statue: our club members, the mayor, town council, business administrator, municipal clerk, and Ron Leonard. The two people, however, who served as my greatest source of support and to whom I owe a tremendous debt of gratitude are PDG Mike Meola and Mike Meola, Jr. Without their golden hands and endless heart, the project would have never reached fruition.
