There are four children from Southeast Asia that are alive today because of the funds we spent on open-heart surgeries at Apollo Hospital in Sri Lanka.

Six young patients were operated on at Rainbow Babies and Children’s Hospital in Cleveland by our friend Dr. Hennein.

Over 100 kids received surgery during the several overseas missions we helped fund to countries like Egypt, Syria, China, Nicaragua and the Dominican Republic.

Our friends at Children’s Hospital of NJ, led by Drs. Joanne Starr and Joel Hardin, joined forces with our long-time friends at the International Children’s Heart Foundation in Memphis, to lead a medical mission to Santiago, Dominican Republic where they successfully operated on over 20 kids. Dr. Starr will be leaving next week for her second mission to Santiago, also sponsored by our Gift of Life program. 

Fundraising, of course, is at the heart of the Gift of Life. As the year progresses, 

Roger shall share with us the up and coming initiatives for this year. At any given time, it is estimated that there are over five million children around the world in need of corrective open-heart surgery. Let’s support the cause. So as you can see, there is no limit to the amount of money we can spend on this effort. If we can raise it, it can be used to save lives.
