   Today Denville Rotary is one of some 32,000 clubs in 162 countries all over the world. Membership in Rotary International is 1.2 million strong. 

   In 1957 Paul Harris Fellow recognition was established and it has only grown in stature. It acknowledges two tangible ideas: (1) financial commitment to the Rotary Foundation by Rotarians around the world and (2) outstanding contributions to Rotary life – and mankind in general – worthy of commendation. Each year, our club commits $2,000 to the Foundation, allowing us to name two Paul Harris Fellows.
