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   Rotary International President Wilf Wilkinson shares a message of choice with all Rotarians on polio eradication in the January 2008 Rotarian. It is a message to continue to fight for polio eradication or to take a back seat and relax our efforts. He reminds us that we are now in the “final stretch of this long and difficult, but exhilarating race. We have two options: to press on with determination and faith until we succeed, or to lose everything we’ve invested and everything we’ve gained.”

   I think I already know the choice that Rotarians shall make and I think Wilf would agree. Nonetheless, it’s crucial to remember the facts, Poliomyelitis (“Polio”) is a crippling and potentially fatal disease that still threatens children in parts of Africa, Asia and the Middle East. Polio Plus, created by Rotary International in 1985, is a program to immunize all the world’s children against polio. To date, Rotary has contributed $633 million and countless volunteer hours to the protection of more than two billion children in 122 countries. In the Global Polio Eradication Initiative with its community-based network worldwide, Rotary is the volunteer arm and top private sector contributor to this global partnership dedicated to eradicating polio. Today, endemic wild poliovirus has been eliminated from all but four countries in the world (Afghanistan, India, Nigeria and Pakistan), and 2,000 cases were reported worldwide in 2006.                                   Besides raising funds, over one million Rotarians have donated their time and resources to help immunize nearly 2 billion children during immunization campaigns throughout the world.

   Let’s keep the action alive in 2008 and look to the day when the polio war is forever silenced.
