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R.I. President Wilf Wilkinson looks to Gandhi this month as he shares a motivating force behind his message to all Rotarians. He selects Gandhi’s soft, but powerful advice on the pursuit of world peace: “If we are to teach real peace in this world, and if we are to carry on a real war against war, we shall have to begin with the children.” At a time when war continues to impact our political theatre and, more tragically, continues to take our children from us, let us join Gandhi in remembering the children who give us reason to believe and purpose to create a better world. Children Learn What They Live By Dorothy Law Nolte, Ph.D.: “If children live with criticism, they learn to condemn. If children live with hostility, they learn to fight. If children live with fear, they learn to be apprehensive. If children live with pity, they learn to feel sorry for themselves. If children live with ridicule, they learn to feel shy. If children live with jealousy, they learn to feel envy. If children live with shame, they learn to feel guilty.
If children live with encouragement, they learn confidence. If children live with tolerance, they learn patience. If children live with praise, they learn appreciation.
If children live with acceptance, they learn to love. If children live with approval, they learn to like themselves. If children live with recognition, they learn it is good to have a goal. If children live with sharing, they learn generosity. If children live with honesty, they learn truthfulness. If children live with fairness, they learn justice. If children live with kindness and consideration, they learn respect. If children live with security, they learn to have faith in themselves and in those about them. If children live with friendliness, they learn the world is a nice place in which to live.”


Gandhi shares another piece of advice that sounds quite Rotarian in spirit: “Man becomes great exactly in the degree in which he works for the welfare of his fellow men.” It is nice to know that here in Denville, Rotarians have found the right way for both our children, our families, and each other.
