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Last week I reported to you with extreme pleasure that we had met another one of our yearly goals by sponsoring and registering two Interact students from Morris Knolls H.S. to attend R.L.Y.A., the leadership training program for youth who, one day, may become the future of Rotary. Today, I am equally pleased to report yet another goal successfully met and this one is, oh, so sweet! 

Through the efforts of PP Avi Tilak and his R.I. Initiatives committee of Eileen Doane and PP Sal Paci, the goal to submit an application for a matching grant through Rotary International to support international service projects has come to fruition – the application is off and running to Rotary Foundation. Through the funds raised on the endorsements for our Marine Corps Band project, we are working collaboratively with two “international” clubs in District 7470 (Parsippany/Troy Hills and Denville Sunrise) and one “host” club from District 3140, the Mahim Rotary Club from Mumbai, India. The proposed project focuses on blind young women and destitute children,  one of R.I. President Wilkinson’s priorities of water, hunger, health, and literacy. 

India is a male dominated society and educating young women receives a low priority, especially in the case of blind young women. Many have fought against great odds to complete even the 10th grade. They live in a hostel, trying desperately to further their education and become independent. Additionally, there are many orphaned and destitute children living in large cities like Mumbai. Due to poverty, many have been abandoned by their parents. They will not survive on the streets for more than a few weeks. Presently, several are cared for by an organization called “Bal Asha” (a Child’s Hope). We plan to support these children as well through the matching grant. 


We extend great thanks to Avi and to his committee and we wait, with hope, for the outcome of our efforts.
